We drive to the mountains above Cusco to visit the archaeological sites of 
Sacsayhuaman and Kenko.  The largest complex and most famous of the ruins 
surrounding Cusco is Sacsayhuaman, a mighty fortress, built using massive stones 
some of which weigh over 100 tons, and somehow fitted together so neatly that even 
now, after so many years and earthquakes, one can still not slip a knife blade between 
the pieces of this huge jigsaw puzzle.                             
 
On the return we stop at a vantage point above Cusco for a superb view of the city and 
the surrounding mountains, before returning to your hotel. This tour is an excellent 
introduction to the main highlights of Cusco.

Machu Picchu  
 Two Days/One Night 

 
Tuesday 5 August. An early morning start for the train to Machu Picchu. The railway line 
out of Cusco climbs over the hills, slowly scaling higher and higher, granting us a 
fascinating view over the city from above, the red tiles of the colonial houses stretching 
into the distance. It then travels over the mountains to reach the "Sacred Valley of the 
Incas", following the Urubamba River to the ruins of Ollantaytambo, from where the 
railway line is the only way to reach Aguas Calientes, the tropical foot of Machu Picchu.   
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From here we take a bus for half an hour and follow a winding road up the mountain 
before we finally glimpse the magical site of Machu Picchu, so perfectly hidden it is not 
surprising that it took so long to discover. 
On arrival have a morning guided tour of this fabulous archaeological site, followed by 
lunch at Machu Picchu Sanctuary Lodge, and the afternoon free to explore and admire at 
leisure. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Overnight at The Inkaterra Machu Picchu Hotel, (breakfast & dinner included). The hotel 
is conveniently located next to the train station in the village of Aguas Calientes. The 
hotel is shielded from noise and the cabanas, spread through the grounds and linked by 
winding paths, have large rooms and en-suite bathrooms. Both the restaurant and bar 
are well decorated and spacious and when combined with the lush vegetation of the 
grounds create an air of tranquillity and relaxation unknown in other hotels. 
 
Wednesday 6 August.  Morning free to explore.  You may wish to take the bus to the 
archaeological site of Machu Picchu, the buses start at 06.00 when the site opens.  
It is possible to climb Huayna Picchu, a steep climb but well worth it for the fantastic 
views of the valley and a different perspective of Machu Picchu. Alternatively, there is a 
gentle climb, back along the Inca Trail, to Intipunku the Gate of the Sun, and the first 
sight one has of the complex if walking the Inca Trail. 
 
In the afternoon, take the bus back down into the valley and the train back to Cusco. 
 
NOTE: Please just pack an overnight bag for the stay at Machu Picchu and leave your 
main luggage in Cuzco.

07 August 2008  An early start for a full day tour to the Sacred Valley of the Incas. Our first stop is at 

Chinchero to visit the local colourful and authentic market where indigenous people from 
the surrounding communities congregate to trade their goods, not only trading in money, 
but in goods as well. The Chinchero Market is also well-known for its woven handcrafts 
typical of the region. 
 
From here we drive to the Moray ruins, used by the Incas as a type of open-air crop 
laboratory. Our next stop is Maras pre-Inca salt mines located on a wide-open hill above 
the Urubamba Valley from where we walk for approximately 1 hour down to the 
Urubamba River and stop to admire the beautiful views of the valley.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
We cross a small bridge and arrive at a beautiful Spanish Hacienda, overlooking the 
Urubamba River, where we have lunch. (Lunch included) After lunch we visit the huge 
fortress of Ollantaytambo, the archaeological complex believed to have been a gigantic 
agricultural, administrative, social, religious and military centre. The town itself is 
geometrically perfect; with straight streets, trapezoidal doors, and Inca drainage systems. 
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We continue on to Pisac a small colonial village built by Viceroy Francisco de Toledo on 
the ruins of an Inca citadel, standing at the entrance to the immensely fertile Urubamba 
River valley which was called the "Sacred Valley of the Incas" for the agricultural produce 
and wealth it brought as the base of the Inca Empire.  There is a tourist market with 
numerous shops full of handicrafts and weaving and also a food market for local people, 
particularly on Sunday when some women and children dress in their traditional 
costumes. We drive up the mountain above the town to visit the Pisac ruins, affording 
superb views of the surrounding countryside, before returning to Cusco.

 An early morning start for the train journey, part of the Orient Express group, along the 
mountains to Puno. This spectacular rail journey begins in historic Cuzco (Cusco) and 
travels south to the beautiful city of Puno, on the shores of Lake Titicaca. On the journey, 
the train makes a gentle climb to higher and cooler, altitudes.   
The first half of the journey is dominated by the magnificent Andean mountains which 
towers over the deep valleys of the meandering Huatanay River.  It then reaches the 
gentler, rolling Andean Plains, where vicuña and alpaca can be seen.  If travelling aboard 
the Andean Explorer, the glass-walled observation car provides the perfect opportunity to 
view the beautiful scenery.  The journey is broken by a scenic stop at La Raya, which is 
also the highest point on the route.It is a truly marvellous train journey, which normally 
takes the whole day (10-12 hours).

For centuries 
the Peruvian Quechua and Aymara natives have managed to sustain a productive 
lifestyle in this extraordinary region.  Puno was founded in 1668 following the discovery 
of nearby silver mines and is today a predominantly agricultural region.

Located In front of the Lake Titicaca, in the surroundings of Puno city, at 3,800 meters 
above sea level the Casa Andina Hotel in Puno comes complete with 35 rooms which all 
include a private bathroom and cable tv.  This hotel sits right near the main square and 
close to Lima Street which is very popular amongst locals and foreigners alike.

Although the Uros Indians of these islands 
have intermarried with Aymara Indians and no pure-blooded Uros exist, many of the 
inhabitants of the islands still practice the old traditions of fishing, trapping birds and 
living on the lake plants. The totora reeds which grow abundantly in the shallows of the 
lake are used for their boats, houses and islands.  The Indians began living on the reed 
islands over five hundred years ago when the Uros built the islands in an effort to isolate 
themselves from the Collas and the Incas.

 Puno - Sun Island - Chincana – Copacabana - La Paz Sun Island  

Lake Titikaka   Two Days/One Night 
 
Sunday 10 August. Depart from your hotel in Puno and travel by road to Copacabana, a 
beautiful town on the shores of Lake Titicaca, from where you will take a boat to Isla del 
Sol (Sun Island), the sacred spot of the Incas and the place that they were baptized.  
You land near the Pilkokaina ruins where you will have a typical 'aptapi' (communal 
Andean lunch).  From there you take a short hike (approx 1hr) to the Ecolodge La 
Estancia. (Lunch and dinner included). Overnight at the La Estancia Ecolodge. 
 
La Estancia Ecolodge is ideally situated on the beautiful 'Isla del Sol'.  Its location is 
perfect for watching the setting sun over the lake and distant Cordillera Real, as well as a 
base for making some unforgettable hikes around the island.  (Accommodation is full 
board). 
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Monday 11 August. After an early morning to catch the sunrise you take the boat to 
Chincana to see the well preserved ruins of La Chincana or Labyrinth.  You then have 
the option of a 1hr hike to the nearby village of Challapampa, or alternatively you could 
take the boat. Here you visit the local museum to see the riches from the Tiahuanaco 
through to the Inca cultures.  You then return to Copacabana where you will visit the 
church and famous Dark Virgin and have time to stroll around the town before departing 
for La Paz. 
 
NOTE: Please just pack an overnight bag for the stay on Sun Island and leave your main 
luggage in Copacabana (making sure that you take some warm clothing for the evening).

the streets are lined with stalls selling wonderful weavings, traditional musical 
instruments and jewellery. You will visit the witches market, where charismatic ladies sell 
a range of herbs, bottled potions and amulets to ward away evil and help you in all of 
life's troubles; anything from health to wealth. 
Continue on to the Valle de la Luna, known as the Moon Valley due to the dramatic and 
bizarre rock formations, from here you also get great views of the Muela del Diablo, the 
Devils Tooth, a huge tooth shaped rock on the other side of the valley, coloured in 
glorious reds and oranges.

Itinerary: Sunday to Sunday from 1st SEPTEMBER 2007 on, using San Cristobal airport: 
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Sunday 17 August.  Arrive at Puerto Baquerizo Moreno, San Cristobal Island in the 
Galapagos. Upon arrival your crew is waiting at the airport to escort you to your 
anchored yacht, In Playa Ochoa, you will have your first chance to test your snorkeling 
equipment and at the same time swim with a small colony of sea lions. Behind the beach 
is a tidal lagoon where birdlife can be spotted including the rare Chatham mockingbird. 
At sunset, cruise around Kicker Rock, a vertical tuff cone formation that abruptly juts up 
almost 500 feet (150 meters) out of the ocean. On the cliffs, you can spot blue-footed 
boobies, masked boobies, and magnificent frigate birds 
 
Monday 18 August.  We spend the entire day on TOWER (Genovesa), one of the most 
spectacular Islands in Galapagos. After a wet landing on Darwin Bay's coral beach, wind 
your way past tide pools where swallow-tailed and lava gulls gather. Enter a forest of 
mangroves where colonies of great frigate birds nest. The males inflate their red-throated 
pouches to attract females that fly overhead. After swimming or sea kayaking, take a 
panga ride along the jagged shoreline. See the beautiful red-billed tropic bird. At Prince 
Philip's Steps, find storm petrels and the elusive short-eared owl, and watch the famous 
red-footed boobies nesting in Palo Santo trees.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Tuesday 19 August.  This morning sail back to Santa Cruz Island. At Bachas Beach (wet 
landing), in two lovely beaches you will see marine turtle nests, while at the nearby small 
lagoon you can spot the first pink flamingos. Sea lions, marine iguanas and blue herons 
are also visible. Be careful not to step on a turtle nest hidden among the arrayancillo salt 
bushes. This afternoon, we disembark on North Seymour, also a small geological uplift. 
After a dry landing, we follow a trail that leads us to sea lions, swallow-tailed gulls and 
blue-footed boobies. Visit the largest colony of magnificent frigatebirds found in 
Galapagos. As we stroll along the beach, watch for sea lions body surfing the northern 
swells. 
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Wednesday 20 August.  This morning, we visit Tagus Cove, ISABELA. Six volcanoes 
flowed together and formed Isabela, the largest Island in Galapagos. On a nature walk, 
discover a salt-water lagoon, a scenic overlook, and a spectacular view of lava fields, 
volcanic formations and the ocean. Note graffiti dating back to the 1800's is written on 
the rocky cliffs. Explore Tagus Cove in pangas or sea kayaks and find Galapagos 
penguins and other seabirds. After lunch, we cross the Bolivar Canal and disembark at 
Punta Espinoza, FERNANDINA. Located in the western part of the archipelago, 
Fernandina is the youngest and most pristine Island found in Galapagos. Hundreds of 
marine iguanas, the largest colony in Galapagos, bask in the sun along the rugged 
shoreline. Observe sea lion harems with resident bulls carefully guarding their territory. 
Flightless Cormorants build their nest on the point and Galapagos Hawk fly overhead. 
Evidence of recent lava flows formed by an active volcano stretch their way around the 
coast. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Thursday 21 August.  This morning, stroll along the shore at Puerto Egas, SANTIAGO 
(James) looking for octopus, starfish and other sea life caught in the tide pools. At low 
tide, catch a glimpse of marine iguanas as they feed on exposed green algae. Watch for 
great blue herons, lava herons, oystercatchers and yellow-crowned night herons. Our 
walk ends at the grottos, deep pools of clear water where we encounter fur sea lions 
once on the verge of extinction. On Bartolome, it seems like we are walking on the moon. 
This young Island is inhospitable to most plants and animals. After a dry landing, climb 
30 minutes up a steep slope to the summit of a once active volcano. Pause along theway 
to marvel at lava bombs, spatter cones and cinder cones. From the top, gaze out across 
a panoramic view including the famous "Pinnacle Rock", an eroded tuff cone. Down 
below, crystal cleat water invites you to snorkel with schools of tropical fish. Penguins 
often swim in this area. On the other side of the Island encounter sea turtles and white-
tipped sharks. 
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Friday 22 August.  This morning, we visit the Charles Darwin Research Station. 
Scientists from all over the globe work at the station and conduct biological research 
from anatomy to zoology. Get your picture taken with the giant tortoises. Observe year-
old tortoises and learn about the captive-breeding program. Next, stroll through the town 
of Puerto Ayora (population: 10,000) -the largest town in the Galapagos. Buy souvenirs, 
mail postcards and absorb local charm in the social heart of the Islands. After lunch on 
board, we climb aboard a bus and take an excursion to the highlands of SANTA CRUZ 
Island. Watch the scenery change as we wind our way through all seven vegetation 
zones found in Galapagos. From June to January you can find giant tortoises on a 
private farm in the highlands. The rest of the year, we visit Los Gemelos "The Twins", a 
pair of large pit craters where we find the bright red male vermilion flycatcher. 
Afterwards, we head to "the tunnels", the largest lava tubes found in Galapagos.  
 
Saturday 23 August.  This morning, step onto Gardner Bay, ESPANOLA (HOOD). Walk 
along seemingly endless stretches of sandy beach where you'll find colonies of sea lions. 
Swim and snorkel with the sea lions and enjoy the colorful diversity of sea life near 
Gardner Islet. This afternoon, we disembark at Punta Suarez, ESPANOLA, where we 
witness the highest rate of "endemicism" in the Galapagos. Sea lions noisily greet us as 
we land on their beach. Curious mockingbirds peck at our shoelaces. From April to 
November waved albatross perform their wild mating rituals only on Espanola. Colonies 
of blue-footed boobies engage in "sky-pointing" while masked boobies busily care for 
their young. Stunning swallow-tailed gulls and red-billed tropicbirds take shelter under 
the cliffs. Other species endemic to Espanola include Darwin's Finches, Galapagos 
Doves and Galapagos Hawks. Observe a unique specie of marine iguana identified with 
traces of red and green colorings. Colorful sally lightfoot crabs crawl along the shoreline 
near to the famous "blow hole". 
 
Sunday 24 August.  Disembark on San Cristobal Island for your return flight  En route to 
the airport you will visit the Interpretation Center located in Puerto Baquerizo Moreno, the 
capital of the province of Galapagos. Depart on your flight back to the continent.
