Puno is a small town on the shore of Lake Titicaca, the world's highest navigable lake 
and the place where the myth of creation of the Inca Empire originated.  For centuries 
the Peruvian Quechua and Aymara natives have managed to sustain a productive 
lifestyle in this extraordinary region.  Puno was founded in 1668 following the discovery 
of nearby silver mines and is today a predominantly agricultural region.

 Excursion to the floating reed islands of Uros.  Although the Uros Indians of these 

islands have intermarried with Aymara Indians and no pure-blooded Uros exist, many of 
the inhabitants of the islands still practice the old traditions of fishing, trapping birds and 
living on the lake plants. The totora reeds which grow abundantly in the shallows of the 
lake are used for their boats, houses and islands.  The Indians began living on the reed 
islands over five hundred years ago when the Uros built the islands in an effort to isolate 
themselves from the Collas and the Incas.

 An early start for a full day tour to the Sacred Valley of the Incas. Our first stop is at 
Chinchero to visit the local colourful and authentic market where indigenous people 
from the surrounding communities congregate to trade their goods, not only trading in 
money, but in goods as well. The Chinchero Market is also well-known for its woven 
handcrafts typical of the region. 
 
From here we drive to the Moray ruins, used by the Incas as a type of open-air crop 
laboratory. Our next stop is Maras pre-Inca salt mines located on a wide-open hill 
above the Urubamba Valley from where we walk for approximately 1 hour down to the 
Urubamba River and stop to admire the beautiful views of the valley.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

  We cross a small bridge and arrive at a beautiful Spanish Hacienda, overlooking the 
Urubamba River, where we have lunch. (Lunch included) After lunch we visit the huge 
fortress of Ollantaytambo, the archaeological complex believed to have been a 
gigantic agricultural, administrative, social, religious and military centre. The town itself 
is geometrically perfect; with straight streets, trapezoidal doors, and Inca drainage 
systems. 
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  We continue on to Pisac a small colonial village built by Viceroy Francisco de Toledo 
on the ruins of an Inca citadel, standing at the entrance to the immensely fertile 
Urubamba River valley which was called the "Sacred Valley of the Incas" for the 
agricultural produce and wealth it brought as the base of the Inca Empire.  There is a 
tourist market with numerous shops full of handicrafts and weaving and also a food 
market for local people, particularly on Sunday when some women and children dress 
in their traditional costumes. We drive up the mountain above the town to visit the 
Pisac ruins, affording superb views of the surrounding countryside, before going to the 
hotel in Urubamba Valley.

 Machu Picchu - Introduction 
The ruins at Machu Picchu are set on a saddle between high mountains with terraced 
slopes falling away to the Urubamba River, which rushes along round a great hairpin 
bend below.  It is in a good state of preservation because the Spanish conquistadors 
never discovered it.  For centuries it was buried in jungle, until Hiram Bingham stumbled 
upon it in 1911.  It was later explored by an archaeological expedition sent by Yale 
University.  

   
One Night 
Tuesday 12 August . An early morning start for the train to Machu Picchu. The railway 
line travels over the mountains to reach the "Sacred Valley of the Incas", following the 
Urubamba River to the ruins of Ollantaytambo, from where the railway line is the only 
way to reach Aguas Calientes, the tropical foot of Machu Picchu.  From here we take a 
bus for half an hour and follow a winding road up the mountain before we finally 
glimpse the magical site of Machu Picchu, so perfectly hidden it is not surprising that it 
took so long to discover. 
 
On arrival have a morning guided tour of this fabulous archaeological site, followed by 
lunch at Machu Picchu Sanctuary Lodge, and the afternoon free to explore and admire 
at leisure. 
 
Overnight at Hotel in Aguas Calientes, (breakfast & dinner included).  
 
Wednesday 13 August .  Morning free to explore.  You may wish to take the bus to 
the archaeological site of Machu Picchu, the buses start at 06.00 when the site opens.  
It is possible to climb Huayna Picchu, a steep climb but well worth it for the fantastic 
views of the valley and a different perspective of Machu Picchu. Alternatively, there is 
a gentle climb, back along the Inca Trail, to Intipunku the Gate of the Sun, and the first 
sight one has of the complex if walking the Inca Trail.

The largest complex and most famous of the ruins 
surrounding Cusco is Sacsayhuaman, a mighty fortress, built using massive stones 
some of which weigh over 100 tons, and somehow fitted together so neatly that even 
now, after so many years and earthquakes, one can still not slip a knife blade between 
the pieces of this huge jigsaw puzzle.
