 The conquistador Pedro de Valdivia founded Santiago de Chile in 1541. Leaving Cuzco 

he travelled down the continent and once he gazed upon the valley at the point where the 
Mapocho and Maipo Rivers descend from the Andes on their journey to the Pacific 
Ocean.  Valdivia marked the centre of colonial Santiago with the Plaza de Armas and his 
house was located where the central Post Office now stands.  Today, this clean, tree-lined 
square is a haven for old men, young and old playing chess together, shoe shiners, artists 
and lovers. 
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 Fundador Hotel First Class  
 One Night 

The Fundador Hotel is located in the Paris - Londres neighbourhood of Santiago.  It is 
national monument where mansions from the 1920s border sinuous streets.  The hotel is 
within walking distance of Santiago's oldest church, the Iglesia San Francisco, and all the 
commercial, financial, political and artistic districts.  Re-modelled in 1999, this English 
style building is decorated with fine marble, wooden ceilings and upholstered pillars. It has 
150 rooms, all with air conditioning.  There is also a swimming pool and gym on the top 
floor.

 Excursion - City Panoramic Tour - Half Day  
 Pick up from your hotel to explore the historic and modern sights of Santiago de Chile. We

Finally we will visit Providencia, 
one of the noble parts of Santiago, with top- restaurants, elegant shops and modern high-
rise buildings. In the afternoon return to your hotel.

 Potosi is a wonderful city and was once the richest in South America due the wealth that 

was extracted from the silver mine in the nearby Cerro Rico (Rich Mountain).  By the early 
17th Century Potosi was the largest city in the Americas.  Although now the wealth that 
the city once had is no longer apparent, the legacy of its past remains by way of its 
beautiful colonial buildings.  At 4,070 metres one must explore very much at leisure and 
there are plenty of places to stop and watch the locals go about their daily lives. 
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 Hostal de Su Merced Sucre  
 Three Nights 

Located in an ancient colonial XVIII century house, with authentic XIX century furniture, 
the Hostal de su Merced retains a warm family atmosphere.  It is situated in the centre of 
Sucre and from the hotels terraces you gain wonderful views of this white city. Each room 
has telephone, cable TV, and a private bathroom with hot water. (breakfast included)

 Sucre - Introduction  
 Sucre is in fact Bolivia's official capital, renamed in 1825 in honour of the president of the 

new republic.  Sucre is a small, elegant city of important historical significance and is often 
referred to as the 'Ciudad Blanca' (White City) as all the buildings in the centre are painted 
their original colonial white.  To get a feel for the local life, there are plenty of parks and 
plazas and a lively local market. 
Dinosaur bones have been found at Cal Orko, a cement factory just outside Sucre.

Pisac is a colonial town built on the ruins of an Inca citadel by Viceroy Francisco de 
Toledo. It stands at the entrance to the immensely fertile Sacred Valley.  Visit the bustling 
market of Pisac, full of handicrafts and food. 
 
It was the Spaniards that christened the Fortress of Ollantaytambo, the archaeological 
complex believed to have been a gigantic agricultural, administrative, social, religious and 
military centre. The town itself is geometrically perfect; with straight streets, trapezoidal 
doors, and Inca drainage systems.  (Lunch included).

 Excursion - City Tour & Ruins Of Cuzco - Sharing - Half Day Monday 
11 August 2008  Departure from your hotel on a regular bus to pick up passengers from other hotels and 

then continue for a visit to the Cathedral in the main square of Cusco and the 
Quoricancha, the Spanish church built on Inca stone foundations.  The Cathedral, 
believed to be built on the foundations of the Palace of Viracocha, stands proudly in the 
main square and houses an interesting picture of the last supper where Jesus and his 
disciples are about to tuck into guinea pig, a Peruvian delicacy.  
 
We drive to the mountains above Cusco to visit the archaeological sites of Sacsayhuaman 
and Kenko.  The largest complex and most famous of the ruins surrounding Cusco is 
Sacsayhuaman, a mighty fortress, built using massive stones some of which weigh over 
100 tons, and somehow fitted together so neatly that even now, after so many years and 
earthquakes, one can still not slip a knife blade between the pieces of this huge jigsaw 
puzzle.                             
 
On the return we stop at a vantage point above Cusco for a superb view of the city and 
the surrounding mountains, before returning to your hotel. This tour is an excellent 
introduction to the main highlights of Cusco.

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Machu Picchu - Inkaterra Machu Picchu Hotel Tuesday 
12 August 2008  Two Days/One Night 

 
 
Tuesday 12 August.   An early morning start for the train to Machu Picchu. The railway 
line out of Cusco climbs over the hills, slowly scaling higher and higher, granting us a 
fascinating view over the city from above, the red tiles of the colonial houses stretching 
into the distance. It then travels over the mountains to reach the "Sacred Valley of the 
Incas", following the Urubamba River to the ruins of Ollantaytambo, from where the 
railway line is the only way to reach Aguas Calientes, the tropical foot of Machu Picchu.  
From here we take a bus for half an hour and follow a winding road up the mountain 
before we finally glimpse the magical site of Machu Picchu, so perfectly hidden it is not 
surprising that it took so long to discover. 
You will have a morning guided group tour (with English speaking guide), lunch at Machu 
Picchu Sanctuary Lodge, and have the afternoon free to explore and admire at leisure. 
 
Overnight at The Inkaterra Machu Picchu Hotel, (buffet breakfast and dinner included). 
The hotel is conveniently located next to the train station in the village of Aguas Calientes. 
The hotel is shielded from noise and the cabanas, spread through the grounds and linked 
by winding paths, have large rooms and en-suite bathrooms. Both the restaurant and bar 
are well decorated and spacious and when combined with the lush vegetation of the 
grounds create an air of tranquillity and relaxation unknown in other hotels. 
 
Wednesday 13 August.   Morning free to explore.  You may wish to take the bus to the 
archaeological site of Machu Picchu, the buses start at 06.00 when the site opens.  
It is possible to climb Huayna Picchu, a steep climb but well worth it for the fantastic views 
of the valley and a different perspective of Machu Picchu. Alternatively, there is a gentle 
climb, back along the Inca Trail, to Intipunku the Gate of the Sun, and the first sight one 
has of the complex if walking the Inca Trail. 
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In the afternoon, take the bus back down into the valley and the train back to Cusco. 
 
NOTE: Please just pack an overnight bag for the stay at Machu Picchu and leave your 
main luggage in Cuzco.
