Potosi is a wonderful city and
was once the richest in South
America due the wealth that
was extracted from the silver
mine in the nearby Cerro Rico
(Rich Mountain). By the early
17th Century Potosi was the
largest city in the Americas.
Although now the wealth that
the city once had is no longer
apparent, the legacy of its past
remains by way of its beautiful
colonial buildings. At 4,070
metres one must explore very
much at leisure and there are
plenty of places to stop and
watch the locals go about their
daily lives.

Sucre - Introduction

Sucre is in fact Bolivia's official capital, renamed in 1825 in honour of the president of the
new republic. Sucre is a small, elegant city of important historical significance and is
often referred to as the 'Ciudad Blanca' (White City) as all the buildings in the centre are
painted their original colonial white. To get a feel for the local life, there are plenty of
parks and plazas and a lively local market.

Dinosaur bones have been found at Cal Orko, a cement factory just outside Sucre.
Guided tours are available from the city.

Excursion - Tarabuco Market & Candelaria Farm - Full Day
Full day trip to Tarabuco where local Quechua people still wear traditional costume of
multi-coloured ponchos, chuspas (woven bags for carrying coca leaves), elaborate axsu
(overskirts) for the women, and helmet-like headgear (apparently derived from
conquistadors helmets) for the married men and women. Sunday is the normal market
day in Tarabuco and is full of colour and ambience. Visit to Candelaria Farm, a typical
Spanish country property which keeps the structure of colonial agricultural production of
these latitudes. Candelaria and its surroundings have been, until today, important
centers for the production of handmade textiles with their own special characteristics,
where weavers and people can be seen in their own environment. The Hacienda
displays in its native museum, one of the more valuable collections of old textiles in
Bolivia, where it is possible to admire the different techniques, combinations of colors
and ornamental designs that characterize the work of various indigenous communities of
the country.

Excursion - Sucre To Potosi - Full Day

Full day tour to the old mining town of Potosi. The road follows different valleys until
reaching the Pilcomayo River where you can see the Puente Arce, an old steel pending
bridge. You then start going to higher altitude - rising more than 1,500 m/4,920 ft in one
hour; this sloped road is called "Cuesta del Retiro" and is famous for its steeples. The
journey continues through the highlands until you arrive to the famous mining city of
Potosi. This tour is a long day returning to Sucre in the late afternoon and the journey to
Potosi and back, close to sunrise and sunset, is an interesting way to see the
countryside. Lunch is included.

We visit the old Mint, which shows a fascinating insight into life as it was 300-400 years
ago. The massive wooden press remains, where donkeys and slaves laboured to rotate
the wheel. A large collection of paintings can also be seen, which show an interesting
blend of Catholicism and traditional beliefs. The indigenous people have managed to
weave their Gods of nature into the catholic images, where the Virgin Mary is depicted as
being their own God, Mother Earth or 'Pachamama’.

You will also visit the Cerro Rico, the "Rich Mountain" that dominates the town and has
been mined for so long that it is completely covered with the spoils taken from the mines.
Sadly the numbers of lives lost has not changed the search for precious metals which
continues today under primitive conditions. Although the seams are essentially
exhausted, miners can still be found bent double scuttling along the honeycomb of
alleyways and tunnels that run into the heart of the mountain. They work chewing coca
leaves and make offerings to their image of "Devil", the "Tio" in a unique appeal for
protection from evil through appeasement.

Heritage Site and Biosphere Reserve by UNESCO in 2000. With a total area of
approximately 140,000 km2 it is one of the largest contiguous wetland on the planet.
This fantastic biodiversity includes Onca Pintada (Brazilian Jaguar), Monkeys, Araras
(Macaws), Preguicas (Sloths), Jacares (Caimans) ,Tucanos (Toucans) and Giant Otters.

The Pousada do Rio Mutum is situated, as its name suggests, on the banks of the Rio
Mutum at the point just before the river turns into two large lakes. It is surrounded by
exuberantly preserved surroundings including a large variety of wild animals in a secure,
comfortably and private setting.

Pantanal Cuiaba - Introduction

Due to intense rainfall from December to March, the Pantanal floods, the vegetation that
is still above water is lush and green and the temperature high. Mammals seek refuge on
high ground but caimans and capybaras take advantage of the increased volume of
water and are spread over a wide area. In April, as the water level starts to recede, small
fish become trapped in ponds and lakes attracting large numbers of birds. It is a time of
plenty and many species of birds nest in the Pantanal from March to July and sometimes
into August.

The dry season lasts from June to October, the peak being October just before the
Pantanal floods again when the water levels are greatly diminished and all animals,
including caimans, congregate by the remaining rivers and lakes. This is the best time to
observe the wildlife of the Pantanal. Exploring the Pantanal on foot, horseback or by boat
you are sure to see an impressive array of wildlife, ranging from caimans and capybaras,
anacondas and anteaters to hyacinth macaws and toucans and possibly even a
jaguar.The area of the Pantanal located near Cuiba is generally a more closed
landscape with less of a focus on cattle farming than in the area near Campo Grande.
